Sections of Your Portfolio

It is essential to set your portfolio up with the following sections:

· Table of Contents

· Educational Autobiography ~ This section should include relevant information about your educational background, including significant K-12 and college level experiences.  Try to help the reader understand how these have impacted your decision to become a teacher.  You should avoid telling your “life story” but do include events that have shaped your career choice.

· Philosophy Statement ~ You may write several versions of your philosophy depending on your program.  As you re-write the philosophy, you may choose to replace this statement with an updated version.

· Your definition of the competency areas (you should include this at the beginning of each competency section).

· A summary of your clinical placements, including the school, and grade/subject level of each placement, listing the most recent placement first.

· Artifacts and rationale for each of the competencies
· At the end of the portfolio, you should include a reflection statement (1-2 pages) that summarizes your experience in developing the portfolio.
